II. HOSPITAL OPERATIONS (QUALITY, SERVICE & FINANCE) 
A. Clinical Project Updates   

1. Omni Cell Pharmacy Cabinets will be delivered after March 2nd and go-live will be the first 
week of April. 

2. Social Determinants of Health / TSET Grant – NHS won one of seven awards and will receive 5 
years of funding for a staff member to follow individual patients who struggle with social 
determinants of health. Additional duties required by the grant are community education and 
intervention in smoking cessation and reducing obesity.  
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B. Plant Ops Project Updates   
1. CMS Conditions of Participation Life Safety Inspection was completed by the Oklahoma State 

Health Department on Thursday, February 5th. The survey revealed very few citations, most of 
which have been or are in the process of being corrected. The inspector praised NHS for its 
diligence in Emergency Preparedness. The official report will be sent to NHS with a 10-day 
response period. The other portion of CoP survey was completed in the summer of 2025. 

2. Construction on the IT space at MPOPS is underway.  
3. HVAC work on the public spaces in the MOB.  

C. Finance Project Updates 
1. Sales Tax Extension / Capital Bond Campaign 

i. Survey #3 Results – Polco closed this survey on January 31st with 309 responses. 
Improvements to the hospital was the top priority. 116 respondents chose NHS as the top 
project followed by a Community Event Center as the top project for 47 respondents. 

ii. Hospital Modernization Projects  
2. Rural Health Clinic Application for Eastside Clinic has been submitted.  

D. Legislative Session 
1. Governor’s Executive Order regarding Medicare Advantage Plans 

Governor Stitt has weighed into the controversy surrounding Medicare Advantage Plans. In the 
Executive Order (attached) Governor Stitt recognizes and calls out some of the frustrating 
practices of insurers; emphasizes their impact on healthcare providers, particularly rural; and 
attempts to fix them. Among these conditions listed are: 

• Annual agreement between the plan and provider including a fee schedule. 
Disagreements will default to Medicare Fee Schedule. 

• Prohibition of inducements to beneficiaries to influence plan selection. 
• Oklahoma Insurance Department will establish a complaint system and investigate the 

same. 
• As of January 22nd, no new criteria or practice for prior authorization, patient placement, 

etc. 
• All MA Plans will comply with Oklahoma’s prompt pay statutes.

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CITY OF TAHLEQUAH MUNICIPAL AIRPORT PRIVATE HANGER CONSTRUCTION AGREEMENT 

 Lessee is granted the use, in common with others similarly authorized, of the airport, together with all 

facilities, equipment, improvements, and services which have been or may hereafter be provided at or in 

connection with the airport including, but not limited to, the landing field and any extensions thereof or 

additions thereto, roadways, runways, aprons, taxiways, landing lights, beacons, signals, radio aids, and all 

other conveniences for flying, landings, and takeoffs during the construction of a hangar.  

USE OF LEASED PROPERTY 

Primary Use 

 Lessee acknowledge and agrees to primary use of the property leased hereunder is for aircraft shelter 

and storage, and will occupy and use the leased premises for such purpose.  

Construction of Hangars  

 The Lessee will construct, or cause to be constructed on the premises a hangar. Lessee agrees that all 

costs and expenses for construction of new hangars shall be the Lessee’s sole responsibility; any exceptions to 

be placed in writing and agreed upon between the Lessor and Lessee.  

 Lessee agrees that construction of hangars shall not commence until written authorization is obtained 

from the Lessor, this is to include a City of Tahlequah building permit. Hangar construction shall be completed 

no later than twelve (12) calendar months from the date of such authorization.  

 Further, it is understood and agreed that restrictions regarding the type of hangars to be built are: this 

agreement is for site FH48 as shown on the hangar layout (attached). This agreement is for a 50’ wide, 50’ 

deep by 14’ tall hangar.
